We have a diverse range of volunteer opportunities here at Magnet among which are
our events volunteers, also known as Socialites.

You must be able to commit to volunteering for a period of at least six months and to
volunteer for at least one event per month.

All Magnet volunteers must provide proof of a negative PPD (TB test) within the last
year and hepatitis B immunity, either natural or acquired, before starting volunteer
service. Don't worry, Magnet will help you with these items if need be.
